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PREFACEQD

The data relating to number of Government Employees in the state is being
collected regularly on annual basis, in accordance with the recommendations of the Joint
Conference of the Central and State Statisticians held in 1951 at New Delhi. It includes the
number of employees working in Government, Semi-Government. and Aided Institutions
as well as Boards, Corporations and Local Bodies, etc.

In the present report, the data in respect of Government employees has
been given under different categories such as group A, B, C & D, work charged,
contingency paid and on contract basis, department-wise and district-wise, according to
pay scales as well as male/female. The Number of Government Semi-Government and
Aided Institutions employees belonging to scheduled castes, backward classes, ex-
servicemen, wards of freedom fighters, handicapped, terrorist affected and employed on
compassionate ground in position as on 31.3.2011 has also been given separately.

As on 31.3.2011, the employees for Government sector, Semi-Government
and Aided Institutions were 322607, 106397 & 10444 respectively. Out of total 439448
employees there were 122124 (27.79%) female employees.

Although, the number of Government employees which were 375448 as on
31.3.2000 are 322607 have increased from 320761 as on 31.3.2010 by 1846.

The report on Census of Punjab Govt. and Semi-Govt. employees as on
31" March is prepared on an annual basis. Semi-Govt. employees include
employees working in Boards, Corporations and Local Bodies such as Municipal
Corporations/ Municipal Committees Improvement Trusts, Zila Parishads, Market
Committees and Panchayat Samities. This report has been divided into three
parts i.e. Part-A, B & C which relate to Number of Government employees, Semi-
Government and Aided Institutions employees respectively. .
Part-A - Government Employees
Introduction

In this Part, information regarding Government employees has been
given in 12 tables which includes the following aspects:-
a. Total number of Government employees and increase/decrease over
time.
b.  Department-wise and District-wise Government employees according
to pay scales, groups and sex etc.
c. Number of reserve category employees and Compassionate ground
employees.

d. Total Estimated Expenditure incurred on salaries/wages.

Il. Scope and Coverage

Census of Government employees covers all the State Govt. employees
(permanent, temporary, contingency paid, work-charged or on contract basis) as
on 31 March, 2011.
[I. Methodology

A set of prescribed proformae was circulated to all the heads of various
Departments located at Chandigarh. The information was collected either by post
or personally by the staff of Demography Section. At district level, O/o Deputy
Economic and Statistical Advisers collected this information from the offices
located in their respective districts. To make this report more useful the
information of various departments has been further classified into General
Services, Social Services and Economic services.
V. Limitations

This report is based on the information supplied by the concerned
Departments, Boards, Corporations and Local Bodies located at Chandigarh as
well as in the districts.
V. Results

Total No. of employees as on 31" March, 2011 was 322607 against
320761 as on 31% March, 2010 showing a increase of 0.58 % over the

previous year.



The employees have been classified in group ‘A’, 'B’, 'C’ and ‘D’ on the basis of

following norms:

Group-A Posts having an initial entry Revised pay scales of Rs. 10300-
34800+5000 or more provided that all existing class-lI posts
irrespective of monetary limits of the pay scales shall be placed in
group ‘A’.

Group-B Posts falling between an initial entry revised pay scales of pay Rs.
10300-34800+3800 and 10300-34800+4800.

Group-C Posts falling between an initial entry revised pay scales of Rs.
5910-20200+1900 and10300-34800+3600 .

Group-D Posts falling between initial entry revised pay scales of Rs. 4900-
10680+1300 and 10300-34800+1650.

Groupwise /Categorywise analysis of Number of Government employees is
given as below:

1. Group-A

The No. of class-I officers was 10275 as on 31° March, 2000 and which
rose to 10793 as on 31.3. 2011. Out of total Group-A officers as on 31.3. 2011,
maximum 2587 were in the pay scales of Rs. 10300-34800+5000 followed by
1629 in the pay scale of Rs. 10300-34800+5400. A No. of 1219 Group-A officers
were posted at Chandigarh and 9574 were working in the districts. Maximum No.
of Group-A officers i.e. 1339 were working in district Patiala and minimum No. of
group-A officers i.e. 149 were in district Barnala.

Department-wise analysis depicts that the maximum No. 3612 of Group A
officers were in Health Department followed by Education Department 1918,
Animal Husbandry 645, Agriculture 535, Police 400, Technical Education 423.

2. Group-B

The total No. of Class-Il officers were 4906 as on 31.3. 2000 and which
has increased to 22156 as on 31.3. 2011 Maximum No. of Group-B officers i.e.
11537 were in pay scale of Rs. 10300-34800+3800. Highest No. of group-B
officers were in Gurdaspur district with 2157 officers and lowest No. were in
district TarnTaran with 188 officers. Education Department was having the
maximum No. of 9572 Group-B officers as on 31.3. 2011.

3. Group-C

There were 256105 Class-Ill employees as on 31.3. 2000 which has
decreased to 188189 as on 31.3.2011. The index for group-C employees stood
at 78.48 as on 31.3. 2011 as compared to the base year 2000 which indicates a



net decrease of 21.52%. Maximum No. of employees 59051 were working in the
pay scale of Rs. 5910-20200+1900 as on 31.3. 2011.

So far as the place of posting of Group-C employees at district level were
concerned, district Patiala was having maximum 19803 employees as on 31.3.
2011. The lowest No. of 2978 employees were in district Barnala. Out of the total
group-C employees 125006 employees were employed in the two main
departments of the State Govt. i.e. Education 73975 (38.61 %) and Police
51031(27.14 %).

4. Group-D

There were 65984 class-IV Govt. employees as on 31.3.2000 which has
decreased to 55531 as on 31.3. 2011. Index for 31% March, 2000 to 31.3.2011
was 84.16 which show net decrease of 15.84%.

Out of total 55531 group-D employees in the State as on 31.3. 2011 a
maximum No. 35902 employees were in the pay scale of Rs.4900-10680+1300.
52733 employees were working in districts and 2798 were working at Chandigarh
as on 31.3. 2011. Amongst the districts, Gurdaspur district was having maximum
No. of 7507 group-D employees. Amongst the departments, Irrigation
Department was having maximum 11699 group-D employees followed by Health
Department 9720 employees and Education Department 8582 employees.

5. Contingency Paid, Work Charged and Contract Basis Employees

The No. of contingency paid, work charged and on contract basis
employees increased to 45938 as on 31.3.2011 from 38178 as on 31.3.2000.
Index for these employees was 120.33 as on 31.3.2011 depicting a net increase
of 20.33% with 31.3.2000 base year. There were 38178 contingency paid, work
charged and on contract basis employees as on 31.3. 2000.

Out of total 45938 employees as on 31.3. 2011, 664 were working at
Chandigarh and the remaining 45274 were working in the districts. Maximum No.
of 6736 contingency paid, work charged and on contract basis employees were
employed in Gurdaspur district.

Social Welfare and welfare of SC’s and BC’s Department employed the
maximum No0.22046 (48.00%) of contingency paid, work charged and on contract
basis employees followed by Education Department 8471 (18.44%), Home guard
Department 4047 (8.81 %).

6. Female Employees

Out of total 322607 Govt. employees as on 31.3. 2011, there were
101517 (31.47%) female employees. Out of total 32949 group A and B officers,
9598 (29.12%) were females and 23351 (70.87%) were males. Education
Department and Health Department were having maximum female employees of
group A and B i.e. 5511 and 1552 respectively.

Out of total 289658 group-C, group-D, contingency paid, work charged and on
contract basis employees, 197739 (68.27%) were males and 91919 (31.73%)
were females. Education (43924), Social Welfare (22865), Health (11956) and
Irrigation (2008) were the main departments having females group C,D,

contingency paid, work charged and on contract basis employees.

Out of total 276769 filled up posts of Government employees 66834

(24.16%) belonged to scheduled castes as on 31.3. 2011. Group-wise No. of

scheduled castes Govt. employees were 1838 (17.03%) in group-A, 3883

(17.52%) in group-B, 42155 (22.40%) in group-C and 18958 (34.14%) in group-

D. (Percentage derived from the total filled employees of the same group).

ii. Number of Backward Classes Government employees
Out of total 276769 Government employees, 25333 (9.16%) belong to

backward classes as on 31.3. 2011. Group-wise Number of these employees

were 515 (4.77%) in group-A, 1440 (6.50%) in group-B, 17416 (9.25%) in group-

C and 5962 (10.74%) in group-D. (Percentage derived from the total filled

employees of the same group).

iii. Number of Ex-servicemen Govt. Employees
Out of total 276769 filled up posts of Government Employees, 3881

(1.40%) belong to Ex-servicemen as on 31.3. 2011. So for as group-wise

classification the number of ex-servicemen Government employees were 42

(0.39%) in Group A, 101 (0.45%) in group-B, 3045(1.62 %) in group-C and 693

(1.25%) in group-D. (Percentage derived from the total filled employees of the

same group).

iv. Number of Wards of Freedom Fighters Employees
Out of total 276769 filled up posts, 322 (0.12 %) Govt. Employees belong

to this category. Group-wise number of such employees were 14 (0.13%) in

group-A, 17(0.08%) in group-B, 245 (0.13 %) in group-C and 45 (0.08 %) in

Group-D. (Percentage derived from the total filled employees of the same group).

V. Number of Handicapped Govt. Employees
Out of total 322607 filled up posts, 2373 Government employees were

handicapped as on 31.3.2011. There were 64 (0.59 %) employees in Group-A,

232 (1.05 %) in Group-B, 1326 (0.70 %) in Group-C and 751 (1.35 %) in Group-

D. (Percentage derived from the total filled employees of the same group).



Vi. Number of Terrorist affected Govt. Employees

Out of the total 322607 filled up posts, 1844 (0.67 %) Government
employees were terrorist affected as on 31.3. 2011, having 2 employee (0.02%)
in group A, 56 (0.25 %) in group-B, 1030 (0.55 %) in group C and 756 (1.35 %) in
group-D. (Percentage derived from the total filled employees of the same group).
vii.  Number of Compassionate ground Employees

Out of the total 322607 filled up posts, 7233 (2.61%) Government
employees were employed on compassionate grounds as on 31.3.2011. There
were 33 employees (0.30 %) in Group-A, 273 (1.23 %) in group-B, 4152 (2.21 %)
in group-C and 2775 (5.00 %) in group-D. (Percentage derived from the total
filled employees of the same group).

8. Number of Employees Employed, Retired, Terminated, Dismissed,

Resigned and Died during the year

During the year 2010-11, 4103 employees were employed and 5401

employees were retired. 587 employees were either terminated or dismissed or
resigned or died during the said year.
9. Estimated Expenditure on Government Employees

It was decided to collect information regarding expenditure on Government
employees in each pay scale as per the instructions issued during the year 2001 by
Department of Finance. Although, efforts were made to collect information in respect of
expenditure on salary from the concerned departments but the information was not
received from all the concerned quarters despite the best efforts. Therefore, estimated
expenditure on salary of employees was calculated during the year 2010-11. First of all
mid-value of the pay scale has been taken as its basic pay and was multiplied by the total
No. of employees (as on 31% March) to get total monthly basic pay. The total medical
allowance is worked out by multiplying the total No. of govt. employees with fixed
medical allowance. To get total dearness allowance first of all the dearness allowance
given during the financial year 2010-11 is added then total is divided by 12 to get one
month average rate of dearness allowance and thereafter multiplied by total basic pay of
each pay scale. To get total monthly pay of one pay scale column No.5,6,7 were added
and multiplied by 12 to get estimated annual expenditure on salaries of that pay scale.
Thus total estimated monthly expenditure on salaries of 322607 govt. employees was Rs.
632.35 crores and annual expenditure was Rs. 7588.22 crores and annual expenditure per
employee was 2.35 lakh for the year 2010-11. Detail is given in table No.12.

V. Results

157 (20.69%)
employees belong to Scheduled Castes, 57 (7.51%) to Backward classes, 0 with
Ex-servicemen category, 2 (0.26%) were Wards of Freedom Fighters, 6 (0.79%)
were Handicapped, 14 (1.84%) were Terrorist affected and 42 (5.53%) were
employed on Compassionate ground and 20 employees were retired during the
year.
4. Employees of Zila Parishads

female employees. Out of total 3616 filled up posts, 1099 (30.39%) employees
